And much like The Djinn, it keeps true to their form by keeping the story detailed (but not detailed to the point where it loses the subject), but yet mindblowingly simple at the same time.

The basis of the story revolves around one man's encounter with a woman, who unbeknownst to him, happens to be a Djinn. This issue is never directly addressed in the actual story, because doing so would degrade the actual quality of the plotline and make for a more or less Sci-Fi/Horror/Fantasy story, which is exactly what I don't want the subjects to be exposed to as they probably have been on several occasions. Instead, it hints to the fact that she is a Djinn, but at the same time, makes light of it. Later I leave the subject to decide for themselves what really happens, because more often than not,

that is what differentiates a story from a pile of pure and entirely unadulterated horseshit.

May it also be known that the names of businesses and geographic locations have been extensively researched, as have the scientific and mathematical facts, and are known to be true, or as close to the truth that one can get. Synopsis of The Scenes

Prologue:

Takes place in an asylum. Main character has a flashback of what started his slow descent into "madness" by societal standards. As he stands in line to receive his daily dose of medication, his name is established as Victor Spires.

Book I

The Seal

Chapter I: A Lonesome Highway

Victor gets a phone call from his sister stating that his mother was involved in a car accident and is currently in a hospital in Utah. Victor asks his supervisor if he can take an emergency leave and explains the situation to him. The supervisor, understanding the situation, lets him take the leave from the law firm he works at. The firm name is Wilcox & Wilcox.

Part I: 3 Steps To Becoming A Hitchhiker

While driving down a desert road in northern Arizona, his car breaks down outside of a town known as Page. He starts walking back to a gas station that was a few miles back, somewhat perturbed that it will be a long walk back. After walking for a short time, an attractive young lady in her mid 20's pulls up in a red convertible, offers him a ride to the nearest gas station, and calls AAA towing service.

Part II: Timing Is Everything

When Victor reaches town, he has his car inspected to see why it broke down. The mechanic tells Victor that he won't have time to check the car until later that afternoon because business has been rather heavy today. The woman, who at this point introduces herself as Anita, asks Victor if he would like to get something to eat at a local diner, come back in a few hours, and hopefully they will find out what's wrong with the car, and it would possibly be fixed by that time. Victor agrees.

Part III: The White Rabbit

While Anita and Victor are at the diner, they formally introduce themselves over the food, and talk about what they do for a living. Victor tells Anita that he works for a law firm called Wilcox & Wilcox in Phoenix, Arizona, and that he was on his way over to see his mother in Provo, Utah, who was involved in a car accident and is now at the Utah Valley Regional Medical Center. Anita offers her condolences, and then offers to pay for Victor's meal. As they get ready to leave, Victor asks Anita what she does for a living. She replies that she is a novelist, and is currently undertaking the task of trying to get a book published by a book firm in Seattle. Victor asks what the novel is about, and she says that it's more of a historic novel based around the myths of The Djinn.

Chapter II: The Awakening

The story flashes back to the asylum with Victor sitting in one of the main rooms where the patients are. In his mind, he performs a small monologue to the subject(s) about how all of his problems started with Anita mentioning the possible publication of her novel.

Part I: Social Intercourse; A Victimless Crime

Later, Anita and Victor head back to the repair shop to find out the current situation of his vehicle. When they arrive at the repair shop, Victor asks the mechanic, who's name is revealed as Jeff at this point, what he found out about the car. Jeff tells Victor that he has some bad news, and worse news then asks him which he wants first. Victor decides to go with the bad news first. Jeff tells Victor that his timing belt snapped, and ruined his engine, but to make the matter worse, the car engine has to be ordered, and it will take about a week to arrive. After receiving this bit of news, he asks Jeff if there is a phone he could use. Jeff points him in the direction leading to the front desk. Part II: Sunset to Twilight

Victor asks the mechanic a few more general questions and feels that he has no choice but to accept Anita's offer. He pays Jeff in advance and they all agree that they'll meet a week from the upcoming Sunday, giving Anita more than enough time to get her book publication meeting in order, Victor enough time to see his mom, and Jeff plenty of time to get the engine replaced in his car. Victor decides to accept Anita's offer, grabs his baggage from the trunk of his car, and they head off to Provo.

Part III: DejaVu; The Skeleton Key To Every Door.

Shortly after leaving for UVRMC in Provo, Victor and Anita stop by Wendy's to get something to eat for the semi-long trip they have ahead of them. Book III

Only Time Will Tell

Introduction:


This is the third and final book of the story.  Disoriented by what has just happened, Victor is slightly confused about the situation that had developed.  At first, people lightly shake off his confusion as part of the accident, but later, as his seeming unwillingness to accept reality doesn't break, they begin to think he is crazy.  This is known in psychology as "The Breaking Point".  Shortly thereafter, situations tend to resolve.  However, this one is an exception to that rule.

Chapter I: Wakeup Calls


Victor finds himself lying by a ditch, covered in cuts, bruises, and he also has a splitting headache.  While attempting to get up, he notices the presence of flashing red and blue lights.  After attempting to stand, Victor falls back onto the ground as his ankle gives out with an excruciatingly sharp pain.  He passes out at the amount of pain that shoots up his left leg.


One of the officers runs over to where Victor is lying down, and tells him not to move until the ambulance arrives.  The scene fades out with the officer asking Victor if there were any other passengers in the car besides him. 

 Part I: Telltale Signs


The scene starts out with Victor lying in a hospital bed at Cedar City Valley Medical Center, flipping through the cable channels.  As he flips to an Oxy Clean infomercial, the phone rings.  The call ends up being from his mom.  She asks Victor how he's feeling.  He replies by saying that he feels a little bruised up. Then he asks his mom how her hospital stay is going.  She has no clue what he's talking about.

 Part II: Impending Signs


Scene fades into the mechanic talking on the phone to a customer about getting a tune up for their car, and the tires changed.  While Jeff is filling out standard paperwork, the phone rings.  He gets a really puzzled look on his face, and says he'll check.  After flipping through the papers, and a quick look out at the repair lot, he responds that there is no car of that make or model in the records for the repair in question, much less a car out in the repair lot even remotely fitting the description.

 Part III: Blue Moon


Scene fades into Victor on the phone with the police department asking what the license plate number on both of the cars were.  There is a brief pause and he asks them if they're for sure of that is the number on the plate.  Victor swears up and down that he was with someone else in the accident and the car was theirs.  The scene fades out with him giving the plate number.

 Part IV: Contracts & Overload


Scene fades into Victor's boss talking on the phone with him irate that he had been missing for the past week.  He looks somewhat disgusted and says regardless, he should have given at least a heads up to where he was going to or at least told him the day he found out so it wouldn't have been that much of a problem to have someone cover him.

 Part V: Liberation, The Key To Enlightenment


Scene fades into Victor in a psychiatrist's office.  Victor is talking to the psychiatrist about the whole situation, and then "slips" up by mentioning Anita, who by now, is established that she neither exists, nor is there a car matching the license plate number that he gave the police. 

Chapter II: Dualistic Mechanisms


At this point, Victor is shown sitting on a bench outside what appears to be an asylum.  He carries on a conversation with one of the inmates about how they wound up in the asylum.  The person gives a strange story about how demons came and took his children.  When nobody believed him, the demons began telling him to do things, and they eventually began stalking him.  Scene fades out with the fellow inmate continuing his tale.

 Part I: A Light Metal Breakfast


Victor is sitting in his room staring at the ceiling and thinking about why he ended up in the asylum.

 Part II: Closing Time


Standing in line, Victor looks around and continues asking himself why is in an asylum with the "crazies".  He thinks about how all of this started with Anita and the mentioning of her novel.  Same monologue as the beginning.  His name is then called and he walks up to the reception window to receive his medication.

 Part III: Dualistic Mechanisms II


Victor is in a conference room with a few of the asylum co-coordinators and doctors.  They give Victor a review, and decide that he is longer "mentally disturbed" and give him the okay for a permanent release from the asylum. 

Chapter III: The Finale


Scene fades into Victor waking up at about 7am.  He makes a phone call.  After saying hello, he asks the person on the phone if they're absolutely certain they can return to work.

 Part I: Rumors


After nearly a year in the asylum, Victor finally returns to work.  After arriving, he is greeted with enthusiastic hugs and questions. It appears on the surface that his previous co-workers are glad to have him back.

 Part II: Reunion


While typing up a report for an upcoming case, he overhears his co-workers, the same ones that happily greeted him, talking about their uncomfortability working with him.  This unsettles him but he says nothing.  As one of the co-workers walk by they say hello to Victor in an almost arrogant facade, and a fake smile.

 Part III: Deja Vu Revisited


The scene fades into Victor's office.  He is talking to his supervisor about how he heard the co-workers talking about him at the water cooler, and he's afraid that they'll do something to him.  The boss says for Victor not to worry and that he'll talk to them about the situation.  He asks him to also take one of the clients that are coming in later.  Victor resumes his work and typing up a report, and a woman in her early 30's walks in and asks him if he's Victor.  He replies that he is indeed Victor, and asks if she is the client that had the appointment.  She nods in assent and sits down.  The first actual question that he asks her is her name.  The woman responds that her name is Anita. The scene fades out.  Credits play.
